In fact Risk
Register has been totally translated to Spanish,
Portuguese, Chinese, German and Thai.

The risk matrix may be selected from 5by5,
9by9, or a triage style matrix where the highest
likelihood, consequence and risk ratings are all
1. A triage style risk matrix is used in the health
industry where ‘1’ is the most extreme risk.

Any number of risk categories may be setup.
Any number of risks may be entered against any
category, asset, department, division, etc. An
estimate of the likelihood and consequence is
assigned to each risk and the risk rating is
derived by the system. Any number of
treatments may be applied to any risk, whereby
the treatment may reduce the likelihood or the
consequence, thereby reducing the risk rating
to an acceptable level.

All risk reports allow risks to be selected and
filtered by category, asset, department,
division, etc. An Executive Risk Summary report
cuts right across the risk register (or within a
specific context) to report the highest risks
giving a quick snapshot for senior executives.
